Route 
1 	 Turn right out of the car park and follow the footpath, crossing the main road before the 

school to reach the path on the opposite side of the road. Continue past Ruggs Lane to 
where the footpath is separated from the road by grass.

2  	 Cross the road opposite the public footpath sign and go through the barrier to follow the 
path which runs beside a caravan site. As the path approaches Broad Road (tarmac) bear 
right along a private road (tarmac) towards it.

3 	 At the road turn left. Go through the kissing gate on the right, by an oak tree.  
Follow the footpath around the field edge past Filby Broad.

4 	 As you approach the corner of the field follow the path between hedges and pass 		
	 through a gate. Where hedges end turn right into a rough track. 

5 	 The track passes Little Broad and turns right and left.

6 	 At Falgate Farm, just before the thatched farmhouse, turn right through a gate on to a 
footpath. Continue to the road and then turn right.

7 	 Continue past a pond on your right, then, on your left, just past ‘The Cottage’, go over a 
stile. Follow the footpath along the edge of the field.

8 	 Continue along the footpath to the main road - the village hall is on your right.
