Route 
1 	 Take the footpath opposite the end of car park, leading you on to the Middle Wall. 

Moorings are also available and you can start from there.

2 	 Turn left at the end, on to the Weavers’ Way. To your right is Heigham Sound and to the 
left is woodland.

3 	 Take the path to the left, through woodland and across an arable field.

4 	 Follow Church Lane around the church and on to Marsh Road.  
Follow the road to the end.

5 	 The final stage of the walk brings you back on to Middle Wall and back to the car park.
